This will be a 2-ring 2-trial format.  We will run 2 classes with all competitors together, but the scoring will remain separate.  The selection of rings will be at the trial secretary’s discretion to ensure the most efficient running of the show.
Please review your confirmations carefully!

No Changes will be made to your entry at the show!!!
Notice to Exhibitors: Trial will follow NADAC rules and regulations.  Copies of the NADAC Exhibitors handbook are available at www.nadac.com . Through submission of entries, the competitor acknowledges knowledge of NADAC rules and regulations, including but not limited to the following:
(Safety shall always be the foremost consideration in actions by handlers at all times.

(All healthy, trained dogs over eighteen (18) months of age are eligible to compete in NADAC Agility Trials. Bitches in heat, lame, or blind dogs are ineligible for entry. Any dog which demonstrates aggression towards any person or any dog, whether inside the ring or outside the ring, must be excused from the Agility trial. Any dog which the judge feels is not in control will be excused from the Agility trial.  Any owner, handler, or spectator exhibiting poor sportsmanship or abuse towards a dog or person will be required to leave the show site for the duration of the trial.

( Bitches in heat are not allowed to compete. 
( No refunds will be made for entries withdrawn after the closing date.  In the event that the trial cannot be held for reasons beyond the show committee’s control, no refunds will be made.    

( Dogs must be registered with NADAC prior to entering the trial.  Pending numbers will not be accepted.  Registration forms may be downloaded from the NADAC website, and you can register online and get a number immediately.  
( No leadsor collars shall be permitted on the course at any time.  Per NADAC rules: food or a small noiseless toy may be carried into the ring in your pocket provided it is contained in a ziplock bag or small container such as a pill bottle. The container cannot be visible in the ring nor within 10 feet of the ring. You cannot indicate to your dog that you have this item on you i.e. patting your pocket. You are not allowed to remove the container until you are at least 10 feet outside the ring. ALL FOOD AND TOYS MUST BE CONTAINED AT THE TRIAL AND NONE CAN BE LEFT LYING ABOUT LOOSE 
( All dogs must be must be on leash or securely crated when not in the ring.

( Austin K9Xpress Agility Club may refuse any entry on the basis expressly provided through the NADAC rules and regulations.  Anyone not currently in good standing NADAC or K9Xpress will not be allowed to enter the trial (this includes those with outstanding returned checks).
( Entries must be made on the enclosed entry forms.  Copies may be made.  No other forms will be accepted.    Entries must be signed and be accompanied by the correct entry fees to be valid.  Entry forms must be completely filled out and legible.
( Dog sales or puppies under eight weeks old are not permitted on the trial site.

( No catalogs will be printed.  Running order lists will be printed and posted at the ring gate.  Handlers with multiple dogs will be separated as much as the class allows.  

( Austin K9Xpress Agility Training Club, its board of directors, NADAC, management and the property owner assume no responsibility for any loss, damage or injury sustained by the exhibitors, handlers, or to any of their dogs, personal property, or children.
(Hays County Civic Center and/or Austin K9Xpress will not be responsible for the loss or damage to any dog exhibited, or for the possessions of any exhibitor whether the result was by accident or any other cause.  It is distinctly understood that every dog at the event is in the care, custody & control of its owner or handler during the entire time the dog is on the show premises.  Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the show committee, be asked to leave the show site.  In such case, no refund of fees paid will be made.
(Final run order will be included in e-mailed confirmations the week before the trial.
( Check-in Saturday and Sunday will be from 7:00 to 7:30 am, with the first dog on the line at 8:00 am.  You only need to check in on the first day that you are entered.
( You may set up Friday evening, after 6:45pm if you help with setup or are running on Friday night.  WE ARE NOT PERMITTED ON THE PROPERTY UNTIL 6PM.  THERE WILL NOT BE ANY ENTRY TO THE SITE PRIOR TO 6PM!  We will begin check-in for those running Friday night at 7:00, walk through will begin at 7:15 & judging at 7:30pm.
( Dogs requiring Measurement: Proficient, Elite, Open, Novice -  jumping 4”, 8”, 12”, or 16”, which do not have a permanent height card.  Bring your height card with you, even if you mail a copy of it with your entries.  Dogs who do NOT need to be measured: VH/JH Dogs jumping 16” or lowerm Dogs jumping 20” or 20+”, Skilled, those with permanent height card or dogs on the height exemption list.
(There will be NO move-ups during the trial.      
(Directions to the trial site: Hays County Civic Center * Civic Center Drive * San Marcos, TX 78666
From Austin: IH35 South to exit 201.  Take the turn around & U-Turn to go North on the frontage road.  Clovis Barker Rd will be on your right.  Turn right on Clovis Barker & turn Left on Civic Center Drive.  For more information visit www.hayscc.com

( Lodging: Hays County Civic Center (HCCC) RV slots are managed by HCCC and NOT the K9X Trial Committee.  They have asked us to tell you: The RV slots are on a 1st come 1st served basis and reservations of any kind will not be accepted.  The spaces are $15 per DAY (not per night) and will only be unlocked upon full payment.  Checks are the preferred method of payment, but cash will be accepted if it is exact change.  There are 20 RV spaces available, so there shouldn’t be any issue with running short of spaces. ( Awards:  Ribbons will be awarded for 1st through 4th places in all jump heights in all classes.  Rosettes will be awarded for those finishing a title, and Qualifying Rosettes will be awarded for those achieving a qualifying score.  There are no placement ribbons awarded in Chances as it is a pass/fail class.
NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS
Below is a brief summary of NADAC rules. Please refer to www.nadac.com for a full explanation of all NADAC rules and up to date information.
Please note that NADAC trials should provide a safe and fun environment for both exhibitors and their dogs. 

Aggressive dogs will not be tolerated and will be excused from the trial. 

The show committee has the right to refuse any entry. Anyone not currently in good standing with NADAC will not be allowed to enter this trial.
Exhibitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of NADAC rules and regulations, and agree to abide by all rules in effect at the time of this trial.
No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot open or be completed by reasons of riots, civil disturbances, fire, acts of God, public emergency, an act of a public enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee.

Checks not honored by the bank do not constitute a valid entry fee. There be a $25.00 service charge for bank returned checks.

NON-JUMPING CLASSES – VETERAN OR DISABLED HANDLER

Handlers who are 60 years or older, or who have a disability that restricts mobility, may choose to enter the non-jumping classes as a Veteran Handler and receive 10% more standard course time. This option is for Veteran/Disabled handlers in the non-jumping classes only. 

The Veteran/Disabled Handler division is designed for handlers who, due to age or impairment, are mobility limited and need extra time to guide their canine partners through an agility course.

When entering as a Veteran/Disabled Handler, you must enter all dogs in all classes for the entire trial in this Division and must jump 4” lower than your Proficient, Standard Division jump height requires. In the non-jumping classes, dogs will be scored and placed with their Standard Division jump height.

IMPORTANT.  Please check your dog's NADAC registration number on your trial confirmation as soon as you receive it; also, please check the copy of the results posted at the trial.  You should report any errors to the Trial Secretary immediately.
NADAC records trial results as they are submitted by the host clubs/groups.  The individual trial results submitted by the club are uploaded to the files section of the NADACAgility@yahoogroups.com list within two weeks after the NADAC office receives them from the club.  The trial results will remain on the list for at least thirty (30) days.  Please accept the responsibility to review those results, and check that your registration number and qualifying points, as reported by the club, are correct.  You can join the www.NADACAgility@yahoogroups.com list and set your settings to "no mail".  You will be able to view trial results and check for any possible discrepancies, without receiving list mail.  If you find an error in the reporting of your dog’s qualifying points or registration number, please contact the host club.  The host club is responsible for correcting any errors and informing NADAC.  
Levels.  Points earned at a higher level of a class, prior to the completion of the lower level title, will not be banked by NADAC for future use.  If a dog earns points in a level of a class that they are not eligible to title in, those points will not be added to the dog's records.

1-8 runs = $12.00 per run

9-20 runs = $10.00 per run

21-30 runs = $9.00 per run

31 or more runs = $8.00 per run
